With two departure options, choose to travel from Taumarunui to Stratford or do the trip in reverse from Stratford to Taumarunui.

Rail cart to Douglas

Lunch at Douglas (30 mins)
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Rail cart to Stratford arriving approx. 3.30pm

for an additional charge. We can also drop you back to Amity Court Motel).

Taumarunui to Stratford after your experience on Day 2 (duration 3 hours) for an additional charge.
